Ballots must be
returned to the Clerk and Recorder no later than 7 p.m. on Election Day (Tuesday, November 6) in order for your votes
to be counted. Voters can return their ballot by mail or by dropping it off at any designated ballot drop-off location or
Voter Service and Polling Center. Ballots received after 7 p.m. on Election Day will not be counted. Postmarks do not
count as a received date.

Voters can sign-up on our website, www.BoulderCountyVotes.org, for Ballot Track to receive text, email, or voice
messages when your ballot is printed, mailed, and received by Boulder County Elections (free service).

If you need to register or update your voter registration, please do so at www.GoVoteColorado.com. The Boulder
